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MANOLO MILLARES

BIOGRAPHY

1926 Born 17 February as Manuel Millares Sall, in Las Palmas de Gran Canaria, Spain

1940 First participation in a group exhibition in Las Palmas and Tenerife

1945 Has his first solo exhibition at Circulo Mercantil in Las Palmas

1946 A self-taught artist, Millares starts attending lectures at the local university that expose him to the
works of Pablo Picasso and Salvador Dali, the latter of whom inspires Millares to pursure
Surrealist themes

1949-1951 Co-founds ‘Planas de Poesia’ art journal with his two brothers, published in the Canary Islands

1950 Creates first ‘Canarian Pictograph’, signaling a shift towards the abstraction of Joan Mir6 and
Paul Klee

1951 One-man exhibitions at the Clan Gallery in Madrid, and the Galerias Jardin in Barcelona;
participates in the Hispano-American Biennale in Madrid. Millares publishes and edits ‘Los
Arqueros’

1953 On October 23, Millares marries Elvireta Escobio

1953—4 Millares begins to use burlap sackcloth in his works, inspired by the materials used to shroud
mummies of the Guanches, the Neolithic people indigenous to the Canary Islands

1955 Moves to Madrid

1956 Holes start to appear in Millares’ sackcloth canvases

1957 Millares co-founds El Paso (The Step) art collective with fellow avant-garde Spanish artists,
including Manuel Rivera, Antonio Saura and Pablo Serrano. Millares shows his burlap paintings
at Ateneo de Madrid, and participates in the 28" Venice Biennial, where MoMA, New York buys
his ‘Cuandro 9°. Millares is given an individual room at the Sao Paulo Bienniel

1958 First appearance of human forms in Millares’ work, in his Humunculo works

1959 Millares collaborates with Franz Kline on reviews of contemporary art. He travels to Barcelona to
meet Joan Mir6, through whom he is introduced to Pierre Matisse and Daniel Cordier, both of
whom sign Millares

1960 On April 12, Millares has a solo exhibition at the Pierre Matisse Gallery in New York, later

participating in group exhibitions alongside Mir6, Giacometti, Tanguy, and Dubuffet. Galerie
Daniel Cordier in Paris launches a solo exhibition of Millares, and the Solomon R. Guggenheim
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Museum, New York, shows several Millares paintings in the Before Picasso; After Miré
exhibition

Begins a letter correspondence with Marcel Duchamp, beginning in January
His first daughter Eva is born
Tate Gallery, London acquire a Millares work

Millares holds solo exhibitions in Brussels, Rome Stockholm, Buenos Aires, Lisbon and Cannes

Travels to the United States to prepare a solo exhibition at the Carnegie Institute in Pittsburgh
Meets and befriends the famous artist Hans Hartung

Pierre Matisse Gallery, New York holds second solo exhibition. José-Augusto Franca writes
Millares, or the advance into white, published in the exhibition catalogue predicting a shift in the
artist’s palette towards white

Selected for the Anthological Exhibition at the 34™ Venice Biennial

Travels with his family to Henri Matisse’s house in Saint Jean Cap Ferrat, which inspire his
‘Anthropofauna’ series

His second daughter Coro is born

Dies on 14™ August in Madrid, 46 years old
